In 2008 St. Anne’s Home, Inc. provided resi-
dential rehabilitation services to 99 women.
We provided professional counseling, food,
shelter, clothing, and a warm and loving
home. Follow up studies show that 83% of
those women who completed our program re
mained clean and sober 12 months after dis-
charge. They have reunited with their familie
often regaining custody of their children, are
employed, and have suitable housing, often
for the first time in their lives.
